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Dresden Turkey Tablerunner

You will need:
3 Dresden Turkey blocks, 8.5”
unfin. (Pattern on my web site)
1/2 yd. Color A
1/3 yd. Color B
1/3 yd. Color C
1/2 yd. Color D
Backing & Batting: 27” x 48” (1 1/3
yards or piece scraps to get size
needed)
Binding: 160” (4.5 yards)
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Cut:
Color A: one 12.5” x  12.5”

two 7” x 7”
Borders - two each as follows:

Color B:  1.5” x 14.5”
1.5” x 36”
1.5” x 21”
1.5” x 42”

Color C:  2.5” x 19”
2.5” x 38”

Color D:  3.5” x 27”
3.5” x 44”

Instructions:
1. Cut the 12.5” square in half diagonally both ways to get 4 large (Lg) triangles.
2. Lay out your blocks and large triangles as shown in the diagram above.  Sew a  large triangle
to top left sides of blocks B and C.  Press seams toward triangle.  Sew remaining large triangles
to bottom right sides of blocks A and B.  Press seams.  Trim if needed.
3.  Cut the 7” squares in half diagonally (one way only) to get 4 small (Sm) triangles.
4. Following the diagram, sew two small triangles to left sides of block A, pressing seams toward
triangles.  Sew remaining small triangles to right sides of block C.  Press seams.  Trim if needed.
5. Sew block A unit to block B unit, then block C unit to block B unit.  Press seams.
6. Lay out the border strips as shown in diagram.  Note: strips are not cut to exact length.
After sewing and pressing each border strip, you will need to trim the ends to exact size.
7. Add border 1 (color B), starting with the long strips (36”).  Press seams toward border.  Add
short strips (14.5”) and press.
8. Add border 2 (color C): first the 38” strips, then the 19” strips.
9. Add border 3 (color B): first the 42” strips, then the 21” strips.
10. Add border 4 (color D): first the 44” strips, then the 27” strips.
11. Sandwich and quilt as desired.  Suggestion: feather patterns in larger areas would look nice.
12. Bind quilt.
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
